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Rok 1958 byl tym, w ktérym dzigki staraniom
wiadz Akademii nasz zaktad otrzymal zupelnie nowa
siedzibe. Byto to 11 pokoi wraz z salg prosektoryjna
i zapleczem gospodarczym znajdujacych si¢ na tere-
nie zespotu poklasztornego sidstr wizytek, przy obec-
nej ulicy Peowiakow 12 (dzisiaj w odrestaurowanym
budynku miesci si¢ Lubelskie Centrum Kultury).
Oprocz naszego Zaktadu przeniesiono tu takze dwa
zakltady Wydzialu Farmacji oraz Gléwna Biblioteke
AM. W 1967 r., po kolejnej zmianie siedziby Zaktadu,
zwolnione miejsce zajelo Studium Wojskowe AM.

W 1958 r. Zaklad zostal przeniesiony z budyn-
ku Collegium Anatomicum przy ulicy Spokojnej do
zabudowan zespotu poklasztornego siostr Wizytek
przy obecnej ulicy Peowiakéw; do budynku tego
przeniesiono tez prosektorium wraz z wyposaze-
niem mieszczacesi¢ dotychczas przy ulicy Staszica[1]
(ryc. 1-3).

The year 1958 was the year in which, due to the ef-
forts of the Academy authorities, our Department was
provided with a completely new seat. It consisted of
11 rooms with a dissecting room and utility facilities
located within the area of the former convent complex
of Order of the Visitation of Holy Mary, currently at
12 Peowiakow 12 Street (today the Lublin Cultural Cen-
tre is located in the renovated building). Apart from our
Department, two departments of the Faculty of Phar-
macy and the Main Library of the Medical Academy
were also relocated here. In 1967, after another change
of the Department’s seat, the Military Training School
of the Medical Academy took this place.

In 1958, the Department was moved from the
building of Collegium Anatomicum at Spokojna Street
to the buildings of the former convent complex of the
Order of the Visitation of Holy Mary, currently at
Peowiakow Street. Also, the dissecting room along with

Na rok przed zmiang siedziby Zakladu tj. od
1.11.1957 r., prace rozpoczat Aleksander Jerzy Iwasz-
kiewicz, nie wiedzie¢ czemu nazywany Leszkiem.

Urodzit si¢ w 1935 r. w Kaszycach (obecne woje-
wodztwo podkarpackie). Studia medyczne na Wy-
dziale Lekarskim AM w Lublinie ukonczyl w czerwcu
1957 r. Poczatkowo pracowal na stanowisku asystenta,
a 1.10.1964 r. otrzymat awans na stanowisko starszego
asystenta. W latach 1968-1973 zajmowal stanowisko
starszego asystenta naukowo-technicznego, a pozniej
przez rok stanowisko specjalisty w zawodzie.

Miat wyjatkowy talent detektywistyczny — wspdl-
nie z Milicja Obywatelska rozwigzal wiele trudnych
spraw.

equipment, previously located at Staszica Street, was
moved to this building [1] (Figs. 1-3).

A year before the change of the seat of the Depart-
ment, i.e. from 1.11.1957, Aleksander Jerzy Iwaszkie-
wicz, who was called Leszek for the unknown rea-
son, started to work there.

He was born in 1935 in Kaszyce (currently Pod-
karpackie Voivodeship). He studied medicine at the
Faculty of Medicine of the Medical Academy in Lu-
blin and graduated in June 1957. Initially, he worked
as the assistant and since 1.10.1964 he has been
working at the position of the senior assistant due to
promotion. Between 1968 and 1973 he worked as the
scientific and technical senior assistant and later he
worked as the specialist in the profession for a year.

Podczas jednego z przestuchan osoby po-
dejrzanej o zabdjstwo mlodej dziewczyny (kierowcy
cigzarowki, ktory miat zabraé kobiete z szosy, wywiez¢
jg do lasu, zgwalci¢, zamordowac przy uzyciu zwi-
nigtej gazety codziennej, ktorg wepchngt do tchawicy,
a zwloki wrzuci¢ do wyschnietej studni) twierdzit, ze
na gazecie wyjetej z tchawicy zidentyfikowano linie
papilarne sprawcy. Wowczas przestuchiwany miat
sie rozplakac i szczegolowo opisaé przebieg zdarze-
nia.

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He had an exceptional detective talent. He solved
many difficult cases together with the Citizens’ Militia.
He was ready to work at any time of day or night. More-
over, he was characterized by exceptional curiosity
which manifested itself in dangerous experiments [2].
He could not believe once that a person can hang itself
by running into a stretched string (he analysed a case of
a death of a boy who was hanging from a string on which
the laundry was stretched), so he ordered the laboratory
technicians to stretch the string across the dissecting
room and hold it tight. At the third run he lost con-
sciousness hanging from the front of his neck on the
rope. Only due to the rapid intervention of the labo-
ratory technicians and resuscitation his life was saved
(Figs. 4 and 5).

He was also famous for his participation in the in-
terrogation of persons detained by the Citizens’ Militia
in criminal cases. During one of the interrogations of
a person suspected of murdering a young girl (a truck
driver who was supposed to take a woman off the road,
take her to the forest, rape and murder with a rolled-up
daily newspaper which he pushed into her trachea and
threw the corpse into a dry well), he claimed that the
fingerprints of the perpetrator were identified on the
newspaper taken out of her trachea. The interrogated
person started to cry and describe the course of the
event in detail. The truth is, however, that the daily
newspaper cannot be ‘fingerprinted. This was a typical
bluff which today would have been overthrown by any
lawyer but at the beginning of the 1960s the procedure
for criminal proceedings was different.

He worked in the Department from 1957 to 1974
and at the end of 1974 he moved to the Academy of
the Interior in Warsaw which was connected with
his forensic interests.

Janusz Lukasiewicz was born on 17 April 1930
in Lublin. He studied at the Faculty of Mathematics,
Physics and Chemistry of the Maria Curie-Sktodowska
University in Lublin. He obtained his master’s degree
in chemistry in 1953 (Figs. 6-8).

His grandfather’s brother, Captain Kazimierz
Yukasiewicz, was a member of the Lublin Garrison
Command and in 1939 he was taken prisoner by the
Soviets near Rivne (currently Ukraine). The total
number of Polish Army soldiers taken prisoner was
about 180 thousand, including about 15 thousand of-
ficers. They were placed in camps in Kozelsk (about
4500, including Kazimierz Lukasiewicz), Ostashkov
(about 6500) and Starobilsk (about 4000). According
to the report of the operational groups of the Mos-
cow NKVD headquarters, these people were “active
counter-revolutionaries and supporters of the re-
birth of Poland” and therefore, in March 1940, it was
decided to liquidate them. The prisoners of war from
Kozelsk were killed in Smolensk and the corpses
were transported to Katyn; The prisoners of war from
Ostashkov were killed in Tver (former Kalinin) and
the corpses were transported to Miednoje, whereas
the prisoners of war from Starobilsk were killed in
Kharkiv. The extermination was carried out at a rap-

Ozenil si¢ z Anng Marig Berger (po $lubie Berger-
-Lukasiewicz), urodzong 23.09.1947 r. w Lublinie,
ktora dyplom lekarza na AM w Lublinie uzyskata
w 1971 r. i pracowala az do emerytury w Klinice
Choréb Pluc.

Janusz Lukasiewicz byl kolekcjonerem nieraz
dziwnych i nieuzytecznych przedmiotéw. Juz po
odejsciu na emeryture w 1995 r. w Jego pokoju po-
zostaly jeszcze np. liczne, pojedyncze i juz zabytko-
we szkla laboratoryjne oraz niezapisane zeszyty wy-
produkowane w 1949 r.

Zmarl w grudniu 2016 r. i zostal pochowany na
cmentarzu przy ulicy Lipowej w Lublinie.

W latach 1958-1990 pracowato 6 0séb zajmuja-
cych si¢ szeroko rozumianym dzialem administracyj-

id pace. 250 people were killed at night — about 2-3
minutes per person (verification of personal details,
shot in the head, wrapping the head with rags to limit
the blood flow and transport to the prepared trucks).
Only 448 people escaped death [3-6].

Dr Janusz Lukasiewicz dreamt of seeing Katyn
but he was also afraid to go there. In 2007, the un-
dersigned managed to persuade him and his wife to
go to Russia, including Katyn.

Janusz Lukasiewicz, after graduation, initially
worked at the Faculty of Chemistry of the Maria
Curie-Sklodowska University in Lublin and since
1965 he became an employee of our Department.
He dealt with the toxicology of heavy metals, medi-
cines and plant protection products, the broadly un-
derstood thin layer and examination of diatoms in
the body of people who drowned.

On 24 January 1973 he defended his PhD disser-
tation — “Chromatographic designation of psycho-
tropic compounds of domestic production in biolo-
gical material (with the application of the thin layer
chromatography)”. His supervisor was Prof. An-
drzej Jaklinski and the reviewers were Prof. Andrzej
Waksmundzki and Prof. Wladystaw Nasitowski [7].

He married Anna Maria Berger (Berger-Lukasie-
wicz after wedding), born on 23.09.1947 in Lublin,
who obtained her medical diploma at the Medical
Academy in Lublin in 1971 and worked until her re-
tirement at the Lung Disease Clinic.

naszego Zaktadu.

W 1965 r. rozpoczal prace Eugeniusz Giedroj¢,
urodzony w 1948 r. w Elku, ktéry objal posade la-
boranta sekcyjnego. Ukonczyt tylko szkole podsta-
wowg, ale Jego cechy charakteru i profesjonalizm lo-
kowaly Go wsrod ludzi z wyzszym wyksztatceniem.
Byl niewatpliwym inteligentem, znajacym swoje
miejsce w szeregu, oraz doskonalym preparatorem,
co wigzalo si¢ zapewne z tym, ze poczatkowo praco-
wal w Zakltadzie Anatomii Prawidlowej Czlowieka.
Na wszelkie polecenia zawsze odpowiadal po zol-
niersku ,tak jest”, po czym robil po swojemu, tak jak
uwazal to za stuszne. Jego dalsza rodzina mieszkala
najpierw w ZSRR, a pdzniej po zmianach ustrojo-
wych na Bialorusi, dlatego tez Eugeniusz Giedroj¢
dobrze znat jezyk rosyjski.

W dniach 17-22 sierpnia 1992 r. wspdlnie z prof.
Romanem Madro bral udzial w dwéch ekshuma-
cjach w Woli Ostrowieckiej i Ostréwkach, w powie-
cie lubomelskim na obecnej Ukrainie. W miejsco-
wosciach tych 30.08.1943 r. nacjonalisci ukrainscy
przy uzyciu broni palnej, widel, siekier i mlotkéw
zamordowali 688 mieszkancéw [8-10]. Podczas
ekshumacji, ktérych organizatorem byto Towarzy-
stwo Przyjaciél Krzemienca i Ziemi Wotynsko-Po-
dolskiej, wykazat si¢ (dzigki znajomosci jezyka) zdol-
noséciami aprowizacyjnymi. Po krétkich rozmowach
z obecnymi mieszkancami ziemi wolynskiej potrafit
zorganizowac sprzet potrzebny do eksploracji gro-
boéw, jak réwniez zapewni¢ zdecydowanie lepsze
wyzywienie (ryc. 91 10).

Janusz Lukasiewicz was a collector of strange and
useless objects. After his retirement in 1995, he had
numerous such items in his room, such as a single and
antique laboratory glassware or empty notebooks pro-
duced in 1949.

He died in December 2016 and was buried in the
cemetery at Lipowa Street in Lublin.

Between 1958 and 1990, there were 6 people work-
ing in the broadly defined administrative and economic
department. They were: Janina Kusa born in 1908 who
took care of the cleanliness of the Department from
1958 to 1963; Helena Wojewddzka née Smaglowska
(1957-1963), who apart from washing and cleaning
acted also as a typist (she wrote the protocols dictat-
ed to her in the dissecting room); Edwarda Tarasinska
who worked from 1963 to 1969; Michat Stefaniak born
in 1915 who was a porter between 1966 and 1980;
Genowefa Kaminska, a janitor, who was also respon-
sible for accepting the corpse into the Department
(1967-1985); and Krystyna Gorczyca, a senior janitor
between 1963 and 1990.

Krystyna Gorczyca, Janina Kusa, Edwarda Tara-
sinska and Genowefa Kaminska were sent to our De-
partment on the basis of an “order” from the adminis-
trative and economic department which ordered them
to hand over the keys and items they possessed from
their current workplace and immediately report to our
Department.

In 1965, Eugeniusz Giedroj¢, born in 1948 in Eik,
started working as the autopsy technician. He grad-
uated only from the primary school but his char-
acter traits and professionalism placed him among
people who graduated from the universities. He
was undoubtedly an intelligent person knowing his
place and an excellent preparator which was proba-
bly connected with the fact that initially he worked
in the Department of Normal Human Anatomy. He
always responded to all orders in a soldier’s way,
“yes, Sir”. Then, he performed the duties his way as
he thought was right. His distant family lived first
in the USSR and then after the political changes in
Belarus, so Eugeniusz Giedroj¢ knew Russian well.

From 17 to 22 August 1992 together with prof.
Roman Madro, he took part in two exhumations in
Wola Ostrowiecka and in Ostréowki in Liuboml po-
viat, currently in Ukraine. In these cities, Ukrainian
nationalists murdered 688 residents using firearms,
forks, axes and hammers on 30.08.1943 [8-10].
During the exhumations organised by the Society

W Zaktadzie pracowal do 2010 r., kiedy to prze-
szedl na wczesniejsza emeryture. Zmarl nagle na
atak serca w 2013 r. Zostal pochowany na cmenta-
rzu przy ul. Unickiej w Lublinie.

W pracowni histologicznej kierowanej przez
dr Rozalie Bryc-Rutkiewicz w latach 1960-1985
pracowalta Danuta Bajewska, poczatkowo jako labo-
rantka, a pozniej starszy technik. Drugg osobg w tej
pracowni byta Barbara Ochal (1969-1978), ktéra po
wyj$ciu za maz wyjechala z me¢zem do Kanady. Jako
pomoc laboratoryjna i techniczna pracowala wow-
czas takze Weronika Spodniewska (1962-1979).

Sekretarka w latach 1964-1984 byfa Alina Sa-
dowska, zajmujaca si¢ gtéwnie pisaniem rachunkow
w 5 egzemplarzach, co wigzalo si¢ z koniecznoscia
przelozenia 5 kartek 4 kalkami i wkreceniu calosci
w maszyne (ryc. 111 12).

W pracowni toksykologicznej, a pozniej w se-
kretariacie od 1967 r. pracowata Teresa Kazanowska
z d.

of Friends of Krzemieniec and Volhynia-Podolia he
demonstrated (due to his knowledge of the language)
his victualling skills. After short conversations with
the current residents of Volhynia, he was able to or-
ganise the equipment needed for grave exploration as
well as provide much better food (Figs. 9 and 10).

He worked in the Department until 2010 when
he took early retirement. He died suddenly of a heart
attack in 2013. He was buried in the cemetery at
Unicka Street in Lublin.

Danuta Bajewska worked in the histopathology lab-
oratory headed by Dr. Rozalia Bryc-Rutkiewicz from
1960 to 1985. Initially she worked as the laboratory tech-
nician and later as the senior technician. Barbara Ochal
(1969-1978) was the second person in this laboratory
who after getting married went to Canada with her hus-
band. Weronika Spodniewska (1962-1979) also worked
as the laboratory and technical assistant at that time.

Alina Sadowska was the secretary between 1964
and 1984. She was mainly responsible for writing down
calculations in 5 copies which was associated with the
necessity of using 5 sheets between which there were
4 carbon papers and entering everything into a ma-
chine (Figs. 11 and 12).

Teresa Kazanowska née Jedut, who was born on
26.11.1948 in Zarska Wie$ near Zgorzelec, worked in
the toxicology laboratory and later in the office from
1967. After 2 years, together with her parents, she
moved to Lublin, where she still lives today in a house
that once belonged to the Abramowicki’s real proper-
ty. In Lublin she graduated from the primary school
and the Chemical Secondary Technical School at al.

W 1967 r. Zaklad Medycyny Sadowej zostal
przeniesiony kolejny raz, tym razem do obszernych
i nowoczesnych pomieszczen budynku Collegium
Pathologicum. W budynku tym mialy miesci¢ sie tyl-
ko dwa Zaktady, tj. Patomorfologii i Medycyny Sado-
wej, ale z uwagi na szczuplos¢ bazy lokalowej Uczelni
przeniesiono do tego budynku takze Zaktady Patofi-
zjologii i Farmakologii, ktére mialy si¢ tu znajdowac
tylko czasowo. Prowizoryczne rozwigzania sg jednak
najtrwalsze i Zaklady te do dzi§ mieszcza si¢ w bu-
dynku Collegium Pathologicum (ryc. 141 15).

Personel Zaktadu skladat sie wowczas z 28 osob:

Ractawickie. She continuously worked in the Depart-
ment until her retirement, i.e. to January 2008. She is
married to Janusz and has two daughters: Ewelina and
Marta (Fig. 13).

In 1967, the Department of Forensic Medicine was
relocated once again. This time to the spacious and
modern rooms of the Collegium Pathologicum. At first,
only two departments, i.e. Department of Pathology
and Department of Forensic Medicine were to be locat-
ed in this building but due to the restricted space of the
University’s premises, the Department of Pathophysiol-
ogy and Department of Pharmacology, which were to

dzie (1 chemik, 2 lekarzy), 8 technikéw i laborantéw
oraz 10 os6b personelu administracyjnego i obstugi.
W budynku tym, w sktad dzialu $cisle medyczne-
go wchodzily: obszerna sala prosektoryjna z dwo-
ma chlodniami, pokoje lekarskie do badania 0séb
pokrzywdzonych i poszkodowanych, pracownia
antropologiczna, muzeum i zwierzetarnia. Ponadto
Zaktad posiadat wowczas 12 pracowni specjalistycz-
nych (alkoholows, trucizn lotnych, toksykologiczna
ogolng, histologiczng, serologiczna, badan dowo-
dow rzeczowych, rentgenowska, fotograficzng, ana-
lizy emisyjnej, spektrofotometryczna, chromatogra-
fii cienkowarstwowej i chromatografii gazowej) [11].

be located here only temporarily, were also permanent-
ly moved to this building. The provisional solutions,
however, are the most durable - the Departments are
still located in the Collegium Pathologicum building
(Figs. 14 and 15).

At that time, the personnel of the Department
consisted of 28 people: 7 scientific and didactic work-
ers (4 physicians, 2 pharmacists and 1 biologist),
3 specialists in the profession (1 chemist, 2 physi-
cians), 8 technicians and laboratory technicians and
10 administrative and service employees. The strictly
medical section of the building consisted of: a large
dissecting room with two cold stores, medical rooms
for examining the aggrieved and injured people, an
anthropological laboratory, a museum and an ani-
mal laboratory. Moreover, the Department consisted
of 12 specialist laboratories (alcohol, volatile poison,
general toxicology, histology, serology, material ev-
idence examination, X-ray, photographic, emission
analysis, spectrophotometric, thin layer chromatog-
raphy and gas chromatography laboratories) [11].

At the turn of 1968 and 1969, Roman Madro
started his work in the Department as a volunteer.
Over the course of time, he became the sixth head of
our Department and “reigned” for 20 years. He will
be discussed in the next study.
